Theo decides to purchase them 
and give each portrait to the rightful owners. With each meeting, Theo 
learns more about the person, and they come away inspired by his 
kindness. 

 
The Remembered Soldier   by Anjet Daanje 

Reviewers say this is extraordinary love story and a captivating novel about 
the power of memory and imagination. Flanders 1922. After serving as a 
soldier in World War 1, Noon Merckem lost his memory and lives in a 
psychiatric asylum. Countless women, responding to a newspaper ad, visit 
him there in the hope of finding their spouse who vanished in battle. 
Julienne, appears and recognizes Noon as her husband, the photographer 
Amand Coppens, and takes him home against medical advice. There the 
story begins.
